1. Management:  The Bristol Yacht Club is the organizing authority 

 
2. Schedule:  The first warning signal will be at 1330 hours, June 26, 2010.  Starting area will be in 

Bristol Harbor approximately west of the ferry landing.  Details for all races can be found at 

http://www.overnightrace.com/  
 

3. Rules: The races will be governed by the following: 
a. The Racing Rules of Sailing 2009-2012(RRS). 
b. The US Sailing Prescriptions to the RRS.  These appear in the RRS published by US Sailing 

and can also be found on their web site www.ussailing.org 
c. This Notice of Race. 
d. The Sailing Instructions, and any amendments thereto. 
e. No advertising other than the sailmaker’s, builder’s and equipment manufacturer’s marks as 

permitted in the ISAF Regulation 20.9 
f. If there are any conflicts among these documents, the later one(s) in this list shall govern. 

 
4. Eligibility & Entry: The regattas are open to all mono-hull yachts with the following qualifications:  

a. Competitors must submit a valid 2010 PHRF-NB rating certificate. 
b. Eligible yachts must enter by submitting a completed Racing Registration form to the BYC 

office 3 days prior to the event.  This form may be obtained from 

http://www.overnightrace.com/  or by calling BYC at 401-253-2922.  Entry fee is $60.00.  
Mail to Bristol Yacht Club, Box 180, Bristol, RI 02809. 

c. Late registration may be accepted at the discretion of BYC. 
 

5. Classes: There will be four classes:  spinnaker and non-spinnaker, short and long courses, if a 
minimum of 3 boats are registered for each. 
 

6. Courses:  Course A will be approximately 39 miles, and go outside of Beavertail. Course B will be 
approximately 29 miles, and stay strictly in the Bay.  Course selection must be made on the Entry 
Form. 
 

7. Trophies: Awards will be presented as follows: 
a. Class size over 7 boats: Trophies to 1st, 2nd and 3rd places. 
b.  Class Size 5 to 7: Trophies for 1st and 2nd place only. 
c.  Class Size 3 to 4: Trophy for 1st place only.
