THE BYC 2023-24 FROSTBITE NOTICE OF RACE (HERE) WILL APPLY UNLESS OTHERWISE
NOTED BELOW:

Check-in 10am-to-noon. First warning signal at 1pm. Stuffies, BBQ and awards ceremony for all
attendees and guests will follow racing and derigging. BYC bar will be open and the firepit will be
blazing.

Cost is $15 for BYC members, $25 for non-members ($10 late fee for registrations received after 1pm
on Thursday, Oct 19™). Regatta registration included for sailors who sign up for the full BYC
frostbiting season. ALL registrations (select “Day Rate”) via the BYC Frostbite Page (HERE) which
will open Sunday, October 1.

Proper attire: Competitors are required to wear adequate protective gear appropriate for water
temperatures of 55-65 degrees.

THE BYC 2023-24 FROSTBITE SAILING INSTRUCTIONS (HERE) WILL APPLY UNLESS
OTHERWISE NOTED BELOW:

3.1 The first warning signal will be at 1:00 pm. It is the responsibility of participants to be in the vicinity
of the starting line and signed in by hail with the RC and ready to race. Boats that have not checked
in with RC may not be scored.

6.1 The Low Point System of Appendix A will be used for scoring the Stuffie Regatta, except that
“Each boat’s series score shall, subject to rule 90.3, be the total of her race scores excluding her
worst score” is changed to “Each boat’s series score shall, subject to rule 90.3, be as follows: If fewer
than 5 races have been completed, a boat’s series score shall be the total of her race scores. If 5 or
more races have been completed, a boat’s series score shall be the total of her race scores excluding
her worst score.”

6.2 One or more races completed will constitute a regatta.
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
